Uniform payment must be by cash, or cheque made payable to Kennedy School PTA Ltd (please note no credit cards).  We are happy to provide you with a bag for your uniform, but support the school’s environmentally friendly approach, and would welcome you to bring your environmentally friendly bags with you.
Bus
All bus users have received confirmation of place on the bus, and a copy of the schedule for the new academic year (most were sent in June).  Please ensure that the adult who is meeting your child in the afternoon is clear on the pick-up point and time.

If your child is old enough now to proceed from the school bus drop-off point in the afternoon without being met by an adult I do need your written consent by letter or e-mail.  Otherwise your child will be returned to school, and a charge will be made.
Membership of the PTA
All families must be members of the PTA of the school which their child/ren attend.  The English School Foundation (General) Regulations state: 

“A fee (“membership fee”) for membership as a parent member of the Parent Teacher Association of a school of the Foundation shall be payable in respect of each academic year by the parent, or by both parents jointly, of a student of a school of the Foundation”
